 While climate change education has increased since 2019, a 
 found a large majority (64%) believe the education system should be doing “a lot 

more” in educating youth about climate change. Only 34% of educators feel they have the 
knowledge and skills needed to teach climate change while 64% require more training, resources 
and support for climate change learning.

 According to a  Canada ranks 28th among 39 rich countries in the 
overall environmental well-being of children and youth.
